Welcome Jesus “Home” This Christmas! 
 
As Christmas day is upon us we turn our thoughts to 
Christmas past and the so many traditions and memories 
that fill the landscapes of our families and lives.  Of 
course I remember Advent when the arrival of the giant 
Sears catalogue (now I am dating myself!) would 
provoke our imagination and dreams of getting many of 
the toys advertised therein.  One of my treasured and 
vivid memories is of being together before Midnight 
Mass at the home of my aunt and uncle to share food, 
laughter and the annual Christmas carol sing-a-long 
(spirited but not any choir material!).  Later each 
Christmas Eve our parish church had enormous bells in 
the towers that were rung throughout the thirty minute 
prelude which required at least ten teenagers, gloves and 
drinking water to keep it all going.  We always stopped 
just before midnight to hear “O Holy Night/Minuit 
Chretien” be sung incredibly well by the local auto 
mechanic in the high pulpit decked out with red robes 
with a small light on the manger in front of the church. It 
was magical, blessed and comforting.  It was sort of like 
we were at Bethlehem that special night. 
 
Of course people grow up, move out and sadly some of 
those big churches have since closed and many of our 
traditions have melted away in modern times.  Yet, the 
truth and reality of what those traditions pointed to 
remain as true and real as ever.  In some sense, in our 
complex, modern society, they are more important now 
than they were then.  This Christmas welcome the Baby 
Jesus into your heart in a new and more profound way.  
Welcome the God-made-man into the crevices of our 
hearts where there is the need for something more 
lasting and real than we find in frenetic daily life.  Christ 
is born in Bethlehem and He desires to be born anew in 
our hearts!  This can happen again and in a new and 
deeper way if we take the time to pray and meditate on 
the real meaning of Christmas.  In the beginning God 
came into our world in a quiet, obscure and 
unpredictable manner.  He died in a very public and 
unpredictable manner.  Perhaps this is the year He will 
be reborn in our hearts in an unpredictable time and 
manner.  Jesus wants to come “home” again in us.  Will 
He find a place or a “home” in your heart this year? 
 
Blessed and holy Christmas season to all of you and 
those you love!  He is born in Bethlehem – let Him be 
born in our hearts!
